David's Journey:

David Pitts was born July 4, 1938 in Salem, Alabama to the late Norman Pitts,
Sr. and his wife Estella Pinkard Pitts. David was one of fourteen children born
to the couple, eleven boys and three girls. He was baptized at Weeping Mary
Baptist Church as a child and began his walk with Christ which continued well
into the later years of his life. He also spent his childhood performing chores
on his father’s farm alongside his brothers while progressing through school
until his graduation from South Jirard High School in 1957.

Shortly after, David married Annie Ruth Seldon and from this union a daughter
was born. After their divorce, David decided to join his brother John in Detroit,
Michigan. He moved there and after working a handful of jobs, began
employment at Chrysler in 1969 where he would later retire after thirty years
of service. Also, David began work at Eureka Barbershop owned by the late
Eddie Ellis. Eureka Barbershop was the first Black owned business on Puritan
Avenue in Detroit and, because of David and Eddie’s combined contributions,
remained a viable business. Barbering was a trait shared by David and his
brothers and he relished serving the community in that way. David maintained
the legacy of Eureka Barbershop and managed the barbershop all the way
until his untimely passing.

In 1966, David married Emma Jean Jones. This union would produce two



children. David loved to read books and had an incredible thirst for
knowledge. He also had a quick wit, another trait shared by his brothers, and
often confessed to being an avid “storyteller” when he needed to be,
something he felt men must be able to do when working in a barbershop all
day. He was also a 32nd Degree Mason.
