Samuel Collins was born to the late Edward and Gussie Collins on November
2, 1929 in Macon, Georgia. He moved to Detroit in 1939 and was educated in
the Detroit Public School system. Sam graduated from Northeastern High
School in June 1946. 

 

He married the late Phyllis Jean Collins (Ware) on August 28, 1950, and to
this union four children were born: Derek Juan, Katrice Renee' (who preceded
him in death), Aleta Louise and Kerri Robert. Sam and Phyllis were married

African American supervisor for Excello Corporation. Sam worked closely with
Father Cunningham in the development of Focus Hope. He ended his
professional career retiring from the City of Detroit.
