Walter's Story: 
 Walter Facen was born on October 23, 1926 in Lonoke, Arkansas to Emma

McBroom and Lives Facen. He was the youngest of three sons, Tom Brown
and George Rivers who have both preceded him in death. 

 

Walter’s elementary and high school years of education took place in
Arkansas. In June of 1945, Walter was enlisted in the United States Army as a
soldier in World War II and was stationed in the Philippines. He served in the
Engineering Aviation Battalion as a private and heavy truck driver. Walter was
honorably discharged in December 1946. 

 Walter married Annie Marie Porchia (deceased), and to this union three
children were born: Merelyn “Renee” (Facen) Simmons, Walter “Jun” Facen,
Jr., and George “Gee” Facen (deceased). Walter later married Maggie Payne
(deceased). They were married for 31 years. 

 

Throughout his life, Walter received many accomplishments: He attended
A.M. & N. College in Pine Bluff, Arkansas; Little Fall Institute of New York and
Michigan Bible College. He was called to the ministry in 1961, received his
ministry license and became an ordained minister at New Jerusalem
Missionary Baptist Church. 

Walter received his diploma and became a bonded member as a professional



locksmith from the Locksmithing Institute of America; he also became a
Notary Public in the County of Wayne in the State of Michigan. In addition, to
his achievements, the mayor of the City of Romulus recognized Walter for his
43 years as a resident in the City of Inkster. 

 

Walter loved his family and was a wonderful father, grandfather and provider
for his family. He was employed at the Chrysler Corporation Elliott/Mound
Assembly Plant for 35 years as a Stewart. Chrysler honored Walter for his
many years of dedicated service with a certificate of recognition and
appreciation.
