In addition to her stellar career at Michigan Bell, Wannetta would go on
to serve the citizens of the State of Michigan as the Executive Assistant to the
Director of Southeast Michigan and Governor Jennifer Granholm in 2003. She
proudly served Directors Robert Davis and Kim Trent until the offices
transitioned into another administration in 2011.



Committed to public service, Wannetta continued to serve in Michigan's
Unemployment Insurance Agency until her retirement in 2016.

Aside from her careers, Wannetta enjoyed spending time with her family,
especially her two boys, Herbert and Hubert. Known for her fashion sense and
fine jewelry, Wannetta enjoyed shopping, vintage coin collecting and estate
sailing. She also enjoyed volunteering with various church community groups
with her friends and family.
